Read Isaiah 38-39, 2 Kings 20, and 2 Chron. 32:24-33 - An Incredible Missed opportunity

What evidence can be found in Isaiah 38 that Hezekiah’s sickness, the sundial miracle, and his healing
occurred before the Assyrian army was slain by the angel?

In Isaiah 38:10-20, Hezekiah describes being on the threshold of death as he praises God for
intervening in his life. What three verses show his biblical understanding of death?
From where did Hezekiah receive visitors seeking information regarding his illness and recovery?

What was Hezekiah’s missed opportunity? . What did he
do instead? .

What is God’s proof in Isaiah 46:9-11 that only He is God?

What is the basic prophesy of Isaiah 47? . What chapter in
Revelation uses key terms from Isaiah 47:8-15 in describing of the fall of end-time Babylon?

What verse reveals that the fires of destruction will not burn forever?

Read Isaiah 53-54 — Grace Brought to Israel though the Sufferings of the Messianic Servant

Isaiah 53:8-9 is clear that the servant would die. Several verses in Isaiah 53 have the concept of the
suffering servant bearing our sins, but they are not clear that it would be through His death. Which one
verse actually says that through His death He bore our sins?

What verse in Isaiah 54 clearly says that the seed of Israel would inherit the Gentiles? . What future
event does verses 7-8 describe? . How does verse 17 help?

Read Isaiah 55-57 — The Gentiles are Certainly Included in Israel’s Blessings

For what type of activity does Isaiah 55:11 bring encouragement?
